Global health experts say that each year some of the 1.5 million people die from
vaccine-preventable diseases due to gaping holes in medical record-keeping, especially in
developing countries where resources to properly document innnunizations ( % % # # ) may be
lacking.

To solve that problem. rescarchers headed by a team at the Massachusetts Institute of
Fechnology (MIT) have invented a way to deliver vaccines (4% ) through a microneedle patch (1
Fr) that is buried in the skin. 1t’s a record that can’t be seen, written in quantum dots (52 &) that
contain vaccination bistorv and give off light only readable by a specially equipped smartphone. The
scientists sav it doesn’t vequire any link to a database and 1l doesn’t lie into avy personal
imformation,

For now, the patch can only contain a handful of simple shapes. But adding more microneedles

could make the designs more complex. potentially conveving mformation about a vagzngan ™~ (11e
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dosage and more. From there, reading the dots becomes a lot like scaoning a QR code ( = #ET%).
These designs could be scanned and interpreted by smartphones, and someday allow health
providers to access patients’ pasi vaceinations without chaos of external records.

The next step, before trials in people, is to test its practicability among expents in the field. The
researchers now plan to work with health care workers in developing nations in Africa to get mput
on the best way to carry out this type of vaccination record-keeping.

“Ultimately, we believe that this invisible “on-body’ technology opens up new possibilities for
data storage and biosensing applications that could mfluence the way medical care is provided,
especially in the developing world.” the researchers conclude.

“The pile of ice is so thick: it cxtends more than 10,000 teet ubove the ocean. And if all that ice
were o melt and go into the ocean. global sea levels would risc by about 24 feel everywhere around
the world.” said Jason Briner. a geologist who studies the ice sheet in Greenland al the University of
Buffalo. The ice sheet of the biggest island in the world is melting. and the ice sheet that sits atop it
is massive. The ice sheet is melting, of course. But just how much, compared to the past?

Briner’s team did a computer simulation { = 4.1 of the southwest part of the Greenland ice
sheei—which' he says is a good indicator for ice melting across the entire ice sheet. The researchers
plugged past climate data into thal medel w “hindeast.” rather than torecast, the past aciivity of the

ice sheet, They then checked the model’s predictions of the past shape and size ofyihedes sheet by
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looking at piles of rocks and dirt on Greenland today, which outline the edges of ancient ice. And the
simulation was in good agreement with the actual situation. '

Usmg that reconstruction of the ice sheet over time, the team could compare the ice sheet’s
historic losses to those happening today under human-caused global warming. And they determined
that Greenland is on track to lose more ice this century than during any century in the past 12,000
years— possibly four times as much, '

Finally, it’s up to us bow much ice actually melts. If the world goes net carbon zero by 2100, for
example, Briner says ice loss could stop entirely at the end of the century, according to one model. '

“That was what kept me from being completely depressed about our study.” Dozens of countries
~ have already announced goals to go net zero by the middle of this cenfury—so far the U.S. 1s not one
of them. ' '
